
 
 
Our studio’s annual spring performances will be held on Saturday, June 16 and Sunday, June 17, 2012. Please 
read this packet to learn about the performance and to ensure a smooth performance experience for your 
dancer and the rest of your family. This packet contains: 
 
-- Half sheet listing your dancer’s:  1) mandatory rehearsal day and time; 2) performance day and time.  
 
-- A performance fact sheet – see below and back side of this sheet. This fact sheet has key dates and other details but if your family plans to 
participate in the show – YOU WILL NEED TO READ THE FULL PACKET ONLINE (it’s at www.all-that-dance.com; go to “Performance” on top 
navigation tab, then select “Performance Handbook”).

PERFORMANCE FACT SHEET 
What Classes perform one choreographed dance number each on a large stage with professional lighting 

and music. Each dancer wears a costume (part of your performance fee). Students learn their 
routines during spring classes. Family members and relatives watch in a venue that seats 650 
people. We will have 10 shows over two days, featuring about 1,000 dancers. 

Who Dancers age 4 and older. The performance is optional; dancers can still take class during spring and 
not perform but do know that a portion of class will be dedicated to learning choreography.

When Mandatory rehearsal – see half sheet for your class day and time (it will be on June 11, 13, 14 or 
15). Please arrive 20 minutes before your dancer’s call time. If your dancer is late, they won’t be 
able to perform. The reason is that any tardiness pushes back the schedules of every other family. 
We have to keep the schedule moving and on time out of respect for everyone’s schedule. Expect, 
however, to spend about 45 minutes at the theater. 
 
Performance day – see half sheet for your class day and time (it will be on June 16 or 17). Please 
arrive 20 minutes before your dancer’s show time. We recommend not coming too early because 
the parking lot will still be clearing from the previous show (unless your show is the first of the day). 
Each show lasts 50-70 minutes. You will see your dancer’s class perform and 10-12 other classes, a 
variety of ages and dance genres.  

How much $95 per class number under the EARLY BIRD DISCOUNT FEE – only available if you register by 
February 11.  Cost is $60 for the third class and beyond, per dancer. 
 
$125 per class number under the standard fee – available if you register between February 13-
February 18.  
 
$200 per class number after February 18 – permission required by instructor and Performance 
Director.  
 
Tickets are $5 each. You will order them at the time you sign up for the performance.  

 
 

OUR PERFORMANCE PHILOSOPHY 
The performance is all about giving our dancers a chance to shine and show off skills they have learned after working hard in class. 
The performance also builds self-esteem as dancers gain a sense of accomplishment when getting up on stage to show the skills and 
choreography they have learned. The performance also builds character and community as dancers learn to be part of a group, 
working with their teachers and other dancers, and bringing families together to celebrate their dancer(s).  
 
And in the end, performing for dancers is just plain fun!

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DATES FOR YOUR CALENDAR 
 

February 11 Early Bird Discount deadline. Sign up by this date for best price ($95 per class). 

February 18 Standard fee deadline. Sign up by this date for the regular price ($125 per class) 

April 21 Deadline for submitting “personal notes” to dancers. These notes go in the program – see the 
full performance packet online for details (it’s at www.all-that-dance.com; go to “Performance” 
on top navigation tab, then select “Performance Handbook”). 

May 7 Week of May 7, Main studio & studio B classes get costumes and tickets at the end of their class 
time. Photo and DVD order forms are available. Directions to site of rehearsals and shows also 
available.  

May 19 “Extra” tickets on sale for performance and ATD Company shows. These are the tickets left after 
each family has had an opportunity to buy its allotted 4 as part of the performance signup. 
“Extra” tickets – max of 5 per family – are available on first-come, first-served basis beginning at 
2 p.m. at the main studio.

Mandatory rehearsals: Check your half sheet for your class day/time. Held at Roosevelt High. 
Class photos and individual photos (if desired) will be taken on this day.  

June 16, 17 Show dates: Check your attached half sheet for your class day/time. Held at Roosevelt High.  

June 15, 16, 18 ATD Company Performances. These shows feature the studio’s most accomplished dancers. 
Great for young dancers to see what they can aspire to! See office and our website for details. 

 

MORE ABOUT THE PERFORMANCE FEE 
The performance fee is non-refundable. It covers costume (including sales tax), a practice CD for use at home, instructor 
time for rehearsals/performance, administrative time for organizing the show and ordering costumes, flowers, the 
performance program, professional audio technician to edit and compile CDs for each show, etc. Please remember, the 
performance is optional. 
 

MORE ABOUT TICKETS 
Tickets are non-refundable and non-replaceable – please don’t lose them! 
 
Tickets are $5 each. Ticket costs cover: rental of performance hall, professional stage crew (lighting and sound), off-site 
insurance, janitorial service, printing of tickets and administrative costs. You can purchase a maximum of four tickets 
per show in which you or your child(ren) appear (see attached order form). We must limit the number to ensure all 
dancers have the opportunity to bring family and friends (the theater seats 650). Kids ages 3 and up must have their own 
ticket. 
 
Remaining tickets (approximately 100 per show) will go on sale Saturday, May 19 at 2 pm. at the main studio. It will be 
first-come, first-serve. A limit of five more will be available to each family on that day. 
 

PHOTOS & DVDS 
No photography or video-recording of any kind is allowed inside the theater during the show. Discreet slow-shutter 
photography is OK during the rehearsal but not the performance (camera lights, viewfinders, cell phones, tripods, etc., 
are a distraction to dancers and audience members sitting behind you). It’s the No. 1 complaint we get about the shows 
from parents each year! 
 
Photos of the dancers will be taken by Yuen Lui at the rehearsal, immediately after dancers’ time on stage. Please be 
sure that dancers are photo-ready (costume, hair, etc.) at rehearsal. Order forms and additional information will be 
available during costume hand-out at Watching Week. Photo order forms must to be turned in by June 2.  
 
DVDs will be offered by Something New Media.  Stop by the office to view a DVD from last year. Footage will include 
the performance and a great introduction featuring the dancers backstage. Additional info on purchasing a DVD will be 
available during costume hand-out at Watching Week.
